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Summary. Valerius Flaccus’ «Argonautica» (I cent. A. D.) is an epic poem based on mytho-
logical material and closely related to Homer’s poems and Virgil’s «Aeneidy. It is examined
how Valerius Flaccus is guided by the material of the predecessors and creatively rethinks it.
It is concluded that similes in the «Argonautica» have peculiarities, that indicates the devel-
opment of the poetic tradition of creating similes in the Roman heroic epos.
